The Chairman presented the document `Perspective On the MAAYA Network’s 2009-2010 WORK PLAN`.
Many speakers commented on different items of the proposed strategic Plan namely:

a)
Internet Government Forum: (Cairo):

-  30% of the program will be devoted to the third world countries

- Simultaneous activities should be avoided to prevent against fragmentation

- MAAYA should take further advantage of dynamic collisions

- The two working groups (C8) and (IGF) should provide the terms of reference of their activities as soon as possible.


- MAAYA should participate more actively on the lists discussions

Inclusion of item on the role of ICANN
